The depiction on this 
mummy case associates its 
occupant, a priest named 
Nespanetjerenpere, with divine 
resurrection. The ram-headed 
falcon on his chest represents 
the sun god’s nightly journey 
through the land of the dead, 
and the small figures on the 
front represent deities aligned 
with various parts of his body.
